Because of the Egyptian elections ŀƭƭ ƻŦ 9ǇƛǎŎƻ/ŀǊŜΩǎ local centres have had many campaigns, activities, 
seminars and meetings focusing on democracy, political awareness and participation. Some of the public 
meetings were arranged in cooperation with the Social Democracy Egyptian party.   While a political party 
was involved in organising these events, the goal was not to influence the participants vote, but rather to 
encourage them to vote regardless of who they would vote for.   

Many people in the local communities where EpiscoCare is serving do not have their official papers. The 
staffs at the centres help and assist people to get their official papers on order so that they can participate in 
elections on equal terms with others.
